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Article 1	These regulations are established in accordance with related articles of the University Act, and articles of the University’s Study Regulations.

Article 2	All four-year Bachelor’s degree students who have satisfactorily fulfilled the first year’s coursework and have not applied for a double major program may apply for a minor program beginning in the second study year until the first semester of their final study year, excluding extension years. Students may apply for one minor program only. 
	
Article 3	Any four-year Bachelor’s degree department in the University may be chosen as a minor program. Each department shall set up requirements and standards for the minor program, including quota, prerequisites,  course listing, and total number of required credits, which shall be reviewed and approved by the University Curriculum Committee, and shall be approved and announced by the Office of Academic Affairs.
 
Article 4	Each department of the students’ minor program shall determine a group of professional courses totaling at least 20 credits for the minor program. If required courses for the minor program are the same as required courses in the original department, the credits shall not be counted for the minor program. Each department shall specify required courses for minor program students (standards shall be stipulated). 

Article 5	Those who intend to apply for a minor program must fill out an application form, be evaluated by the original department chair, and send the application to the intended minor program department for approval during the period specified by the University. Each department shall submit the list of approved students to the Registrar Office for approval by the Dean of Academic Affairs. Final results will be announced and posted by the Office of Academic Affairs.

Article 6	Students shall take minor program courses in addition to the minimum graduation courses and credits required by the original department. The minor program courses shall be deemed as electives.

Article 7	Transfer students who have taken a minor program in another university and who wish to keep the qualification thereof shall reapply within two weeks of the first semester at CTU.

Article 8	Students shall take required minor program courses during regular semesters. However, if a time conflict occurs between required courses of the major and the minor program, and any of the above-mentioned course(s) is/are offered in the summer session, students may take such course(s) in the summer session.

Article 9	Courses and credits taken in the major and minor program shall be counted and recorded together in the students’ grade report. The total maximum/minimum credits taken in each semester shall not exceed the limits stipulated by the University Study Regulations. If a student fails to take or fails a required minor program course, s/he may not apply for credit exemption.

Article 10	Minor program students who cannot continue taking related program courses for any reason may send in a signed application to the major and minor program department(s) to give up the status.

Article 11	Students who must extend the years of study due to their minor program shall register for and take courses each semester. Those who take 9 credit hours or less shall only pay tuition based on credit fees; those who take more than 9 credit hours shall pay the full tuition and related fees.

Article 12	A minor program student, when the two-year extension for study is met, may give up the minor program status and use the credits from the minor program as elective credits for the major department, if s/he has not fulfilled the elective credits stipulated by that department. A student shall be required to withdraw from the University, if s/he does not complete the required courses and credits in the major department, even if s/he fulfills the requirements for the minor program in the two-year extension. Application to give up minor program qualification must meet the drop/add deadline in the graduation (final) semester and must be approved by the two department chairs before submission to the Office of Academic Affairs for record.

Article 13	Students who did not fulfill requirements for a minor program within stipulated years of study may not apply for any proof of ever having taken a minor program. However, if a minor program student transfers to another institution, the name of the minor program will be noted in the academic transcript or other related documents.

Article 14	Graduates who have completed a minor program shall have the minor program name noted in the diploma, degree certificate, Chinese or English grade report and graduate list. But if the student has not fulfilled requirements for the minor program by the time of graduation, his/her degree certificate shall not note the name of the minor program. If such a student wishes to continue the minor program, s/he may apply for a study year extension before the drop/add deadline in the graduation semester and may be approved by the two department chairs before submitting to the Registrar Office. Those who do not apply for a study year extension shall be regarded as having given up their minor program qualification.


Article 15	Matters not stipulated in these regulations shall be conducted in accordance with the University’s Study Regulations and relevant laws.
